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Seminar on Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance

Nowadays, it is very crucial to keep our personal
data confidential. The Federation was glad to have
Mr. Stephen Kai-yi Wong, the Privacy Commissioner
for Personal Data, to share his views on Personal
Data (Privacy) Ordinance at the seminar organized
by the Legal Affairs Sub-Committee on 29 October.

The objective of the Personal Data (Privacy)
Ordinance is to protect the privacy rights of a person
in relation to personal data (Data Subject). Mr. Wong
explained that, everyone who is responsible for
handling data (Data User) should follow the Six Data
Protection Principles which represents the core of
the Ordinance covering the life cycle of a piece of
personal data: “Data Collection Principle”, “Accuracy
& Retention Principle”, "Data Use Principle, Data
Security Principle”, “Openness Principle” and “Data
Access & Correction Principle”.

Mr. Wong emphasized that every part of our daily
life is related to personal data. Once personal
data is uploaded to the Internet, it can never be
deleted. Many incidents concerning telephone
deception, direct marketing and cyber-bullying
were notably, one way or another, stemmed from
digital footprints left by people unintentionally
or inadvertently. Hence we need to assess the
risks and consequences when going online
or downloading apps. As a starting point in
protecting our own personal data, we should use
our brains and stay smart.
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
