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The Office of the Privacy Commissioner for Personal Data
is an independent body that monitors, supervises and
promotes compliance with the Personal Data (Privacy)
Ordinance to protect privacy of individuals in relation to
personal data.
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DPP 1 - DATA COLLECTION PRINCIPLE

» Personal data must be collected in a lawful and
fairway, and for a lawful purpose directly related
to a function or activity of the data user.

» All practicable steps must be taken to notify the
data subjects of the purpose for which the data
isto be used, and the classes of persons to whom
the data may be transferred.

» Personal data collected should be necessary,
adequate but not excessive.

DPP 2 - ACCURACY & RETENTION PRINCIPLE

» Adatauser must take all practical steps to ensure
that personal data is accurate and is not kept for
a period longer than is necessary to fulfill the
purpose for which it is used.

DPP 3 - DATA USE PRINCIPLE

» Personal data is used only for the purpose for
which the data is collected or for a directly related
purpose; voluntary and explicit consent must be
obtained from the data subject if the data is to
be used for a new purpose.

DPP 4 - DATA SECURITY PRINCIPLE

» Adatauser must take all practical steps to protect
personal data from unauthorised or accidental
access, processing, erasure, loss or use.

DPP 5 - TRANSPARENCY PRINCIPLE

» A data user must make generally available its
personal data policies and practices, kinds of
personal data it holds and how the data is used.

DPP 6 - DATA ACCESS & CORRECTION
PRINCIPLE

» Adata subject is entitled to request access to his
personal data and request corrections where the
data is inaccurate.
